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Kites — A Work Of Art

The location of the
lighthouse puts you in more direct
contact with the ocean, sky, wind
and rain than most other places that
I have been. Stormy days when the
ocean seems perceivably closer to
the top of the bluft, wildly windy
afternoons when there can be no
shelter from the terrific gusts.
Rain does not just fall down on you
on the lighthouse road. In fact, it
sometimes flies up at you, riding
the lashing winds moving in all
directions.

I wanted to create a series of
kites that depicted the intense
relationship with the elements
every kite flyer, or dog walker for
that matter, has on these bluffs.
Our own small size in the world
is more obvious here. Especially
from the top of the lighthouse!
Observing wildlife from the bluff
top is often rewarded with gray
whales that cruise our coast line

each spring. A spout of water
attracts your eye and then you
spot its back, tail, another spout
of water as they move along
northward. Exquisite encounters
with cetaceans.

Silk, rattan, bamboo, glue and
string - I have been working with
these materials for 12 years. I
purposefully limit my materials
to push them as far as possible to
solve the different problems each
sculpture presents. What began
as a way to display my textile
designs quickly became an avenue
of exploration as I started to study
kites. As time has passed, the
kite’s ability to fly has become
less crucial. I still use the three
part bridal as I love the way the
series of discs move in tandem
when attached in this way. The
individual discs attempt to describe
glimpses of life and a whole kite
