“One or
two giant Octopi kitesare a sight to see,” Wrangler member Tom McAlister, “but when the Berke-
ley Kite Wranglers fly their Octopile of nine, ten or even more it becomes a wondrously vibrant
spectacle you have to see to believe. And once you see it, you will never forget it.”
